Day 2 | Naples – Pompeii – Santa Maria di Castellabate

of the finest sculptures in the world. Then, we’ll be transported back in time with a visit to one of the
world’s most famous archaeological wonders: Pompeii. After spending some time exploring this
fascinating site with a local guide, we’ll continue to the picturesque seaside town of Santa Maria di
Castellabate – where we’ll have the evening to spend at our leisure.

We’ll then take a guided tour of
Paestum – home to three of the world’s best-preserved Greek temples. Visiting the magnificent
temples, Roman Forum and the Ampitheatre, we’ll uncover the enthralling history of this glorious
archaeological site with a local guide. Then? A kitchen piled high with fresh local produce awaits us
back at the farm. Time for a cooking lesson! Our hard work will be rewarded as we savour our own
creations at lunch with the host family. Today’s ventures will end in quaint Minori, our base for the
next few days, where we’ll settle in with a sumptuous group dinner at our hotel.

Day 6 | Minori – Amalfi and Positano – Minori
The dramatically set cliffside town of Amalfi is nothing short of magnificent. After wandering the
sun-filled piazzas and pretty beachside on an orientation tour, we’ll venture onwards to the blissful
town of Positano. Enjoy some free time here to explore the picture-perfect cascade of terracotta
houses, lively restaurants and alluring boutique storefronts, before returning to Minori. We’ll spend
the afternoon learning the intricacies of ceramic decorating from a local artisan. We recommend
finding a restaurant in town and sampling the local specialty of scialatielli – a thick pasta with a
heritage dating back to medieval times.

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Day 7 | Minori – Maiori, Cetara and Vietri sul Mare – Minori
Today’s agenda will see us explore some hidden gems of the Amalfi Coast. First: Maiori – a
beautiful village that is home to the largest beach in the area and an array of grand historical
buildings, including the church of Santa Maria a Mare. We’ll continue the adventure with a stop at
the fishing village of Cetara before landing in Vietri sul Mare – a town famous for its hand-painted,
vividly coloured ceramics. After a full day of exploring, we’ll enjoy some free time back in Minori.
And tonight? We’ll come together and clink glasses over a delicious farewell dinner.

Day 8 | Minori – Palace of Caserta and Sant’Agata de’ Goti –
Naples
For the final day of our tour, we’ll say goodbye to the Amalfi Coast and move on to the 18th-
century Royal Palace of Caserta – an exquisite example of the Italian Baroque period. Then: from
the royal to the rustic. Our next stop will be a farmhouse in Sant’Agata de’ Goti, where we’ll taste
fabulous Falanghina wines produced from black grapes grown in the Campania region. For one last
Italian indulgence, we’ll sit down to a pairing with local produce for lunch – before concluding our
journey back in Naples.

Changing money

Cash: Foreign money can be changed at banks,
airports, some railway and tube stations, and at
major hotels (though at a less favourable rate).

Credit cards: Visa and MasterCard are widely
accepted. American Express is only accepted in some
larger establishments.

Cash machines: ATMS are widely available.

Tipping

Tipping is entirely at your
discretion. If you feel you
have received exceptional
service, it is recommended
that you tip £1-2/€ per day
for Drivers and £4- 5/€ per
day for Tour Leaders.

Insurance
Before travelling with Blue-Roads Touring, it is compulsory for all guests to take out comprehensive
travel insurance. Please ensure your insurance covers medical expenses (including repatriation),
cancellation cover, loss or damage to baggage and personal effects, money and personal liability.

We recommend you carry your insurance details with you at all times. You may be asked to provide
details of your medical insurance or a payment guarantee in some countries before medical
assistance can be provided.

Passports and visas
Please ensure your passport is valid for at least six months after the last day of your tour. Some
countries will refuse entry if you do not have at least six months validity remaining on your passport
after your departure date. Depending on your nationality, you may require a visa to enter certain
countries.
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It is your responsibility to obtain visas prior to your tour’s departure. To determine which visas you’ll
need, you can consult either your own government’s website or the government websites of the
countries in which you will be travelling.

Please note: Some visas can take up to six weeks to acquire, so don’t leave it until the last minute.
Also, bear in mind that the validity of a visa often runs from its date of issue rather than the date of
entry into the country. Please check with the appropriate embassy/embassies prior to departure as
requirements do change periodically.

We advise you to either carry a photocopy of your passport (and visa, if applicable) with you while
abroad, or to ensure that you leave a copy with relatives back at home. This will enable the local
embassy or high commission to arrange a replacement if the original should be lost or stolen. If you
do take copies with you on your tour, please ensure that you keep these separate from your original
documents.

Medication and mobility
Whilst on your tour, we want you to have the smoothest journey possible which requires x mobility
conditions:

You must be fit enough to get on and off the vehicle on a regular basis, and to walk around
towns and villages or to attractions.

You must be able to walk up and down stairs and use a shower over the bath.•

Please note that, unfortunately, we are unable to accommodate mobility scooter or wheelchair
users as we frequently stay in traditional-style hotels and the majority do not have lifts or ground-
floor rooms.

If you take medicine for certain conditions, such as diabetes or heart problems, please carry it with
you at all times.

Please declare any medical conditions you may have in advance of your tour. If you are in any
doubt as to whether our tours are suitable for you, please contact our friendly Customer Service
team here.
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Mental health and wellbeing
Culture shock, homesickness and periods of feeling down happen regardless of age. Be rest
assured that if you’re feeling low, your Tour Leader and Driver will do their utmost to make you
smile.

We are
unable to carry extra luggage on the mini-coach.
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FAQs

What’s the weather like?   
Southern Italy has a Mediterranean climate with hot, dry summers and mild, wet
winters. From mid-June to the end of August temperatures can reach 40°C (104°F), so
sun hats and sunscreen are essential! 

Which type of hotels will we stay in?  
Our thoughtfully selected accommodation is full of charm and historic details – expect
elegant country inns, grand town centre hotels and even the odd castle! For this reason,
rooms vary in size, and most hotels don’t have lifts – meaning you’ll likely need to access
your room via stairs. Porterage will be included wherever possible.  

Although air conditioning is mostly unavailable in historic buildings, fans will be provided
during hot spells. Most hotels have bathtubs with overhead showers (rather than walk-in
showers), so you’ll be able to enjoy a soak at the end of the day. 

How long is the ferry ride from Minori to Capri?  
The timings of ferries will differ depending on the day’s schedule. However, a typical
crossing between Minori and Capri usually takes around one hour and fifteen minutes.
The crossings are usually smooth and scenic, although wet and windy weather can
impact them at certain times of the year. 

How much time will we spend in each town during our day
trips?  

We’ll spend the majority of the day exploring the colourful buildings and sparkling
waters of Capri, leaving at 9am and returning around 3pm. As for our stops in Amalfi
and Positano, these are shorter visits of up to two hours which will include free time to
wander. Please note, these timings are not guaranteed and depend on your Tour
Leader’s decisions as well as the group’s curiosity.
