Day 2 | Trogir

Today’s history-filled agenda begins with a walking tour of Split - where a local guide will take us
into the white walls of Diocletian’s Palace, a vast fortress filled with centuries of history. We'll also
pay a visit to the Grgur Ninski Statue and the Cathedral of St Domnius, before moving on to
medieval Trogir. Here, we'll be taken around the maze of marble streets and Romanesque buildings
by a local guide - before going our separate ways to explore this tiny island fown and indulge in
some delicious local cuisine.

Day 3 | Trogir

After checking into the hotel, our Tour
Leader will take us on a stroll through the Old Town, before we enjoy some free time to delve
deeper into the hidden treasures of this medieval island. Then: time to experience some culinary
delights!

Savour the fruits of this ancient tradition with a
visit to a local winery before we leave Croatia for Montenegro. Kotor Bay is a soul-stirring sight -
and at the centre lies UNESCO World Heritage-listed Kotor town, seemingly untouched by time.
Enjoy some free time to explore the picturesque Old Town at your leisure, before reconvening
tonight for sumptuous group dinner.

Passports and visas

Please ensure your passport is valid for at least six months after the last day of your tour. Some
countries will refuse entry if you do not have at least six months validity remaining on your passport
after your departure date. Depending on your nationality, you may require a visa to enter certain
countries.

It is your responsibility to obtain visas prior to your tour’s departure. To determine which visas you’ll
need, you can consult either your own government’s website or the government websites of the
countries in which you will be travelling.

Please note: Some visas can take up to six weeks to acquire, so don’t leave it until the last minute.
Also, bear in mind that the validity of a visa often runs from its date of issue rather than the date of
entry into the country. Please check with the appropriate embassy/embassies prior to departure as
requirements do change periodically.

We advise you to either carry a photocopy of your passport (and visq, if applicable) with you while
abroad, or to ensure that you leave a copy with relatives back at home. This will enable the local
embassy or high commission to arrange a replacement if the original should be lost or stolen. If you
do take copies with you on your tour, please ensure that you keep these separate from your original
documents.

Medication and mobility

Whilst on your tour, we want you to have the smoothest journey possible which requires x mobility
conditions:

* You must be fit enough to get on and off the vehicle on a regular basis, and to walk around
towns and villages or to attractions.

* You must be able to walk up and down stairs and use a shower over the bath.

Please note that, unfortunately, we are unable to accommodate mobility scooter or wheelchair
users as we frequently stay in traditional-style hotels and the majority do not have lifts or ground-
floor rooms.

If you take medicine for certain conditions, such as diabetes or heart problems, please carry it with
you at all times.

Please declare any medical conditions you may have in advance of your tour. If you are in any
doubt as to whether our tours are suitable for you, please contact our friendly Customer Service
